Update from the Building Committee. The building project is 

progressing nicely, and we are very pleased with how everything 

continues to come together. As of today, we have spent approximately 

$1,260,000 and anticipate another $750,000 in costs to finish, which is 

in line with the original estimate of $2,000,000. We anticipate being 

about $150,000 short of having enough in the funds to finish. This will 

not include the cost of a parking lot or tearing down the old building. 

Please continue to pray for the project, as we consider ideas for fund 

raising and as you make plans for year-end giving.
